EMERGENCY REGULATION
Cabinet for Human Resources
Department for Health Services

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky through
the Cabinet for Human Resources administers in Kentucky
the Women and Infant Children Supplemental Food Pro-
gram as authorized under 42 USC Section 1786; and

WHEREAS, the Food and Nutrition Service within the
U.S. Department of Agriculture has issued revised federal
regulations governing the operation of the program which
strengthen the ability of participating states to take action
to correct fraud and program abuse committed by contrac-
ting vendors; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary for Human Resources has
promulgated regulations setting forth the sanctions to be
apglied, and procedures for appeal by aggrieved vendors;
an

WHEREAS, the Secretary has determined in writing
that an emergency exists with respect to said regulation and
that, therefore, said regulation should, pursuant to the
provisions of KRS 13.088(1), become effective immediate-
ly upon filing with the Legislative Research Commission:

NOW, THEREFORE, I, John Y. Brown, Jr., Governor
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, by virtue of the
authority vested in me under KRS 13.088(1), do hereby
acknowledge the finding of an emergency by the Secretary
of the Cabinet for Human Resources with respect to the fil-
ing of said regulation pertaining to sanctions for vendor
fraud and abuse of the Women and Infant Children Pro-
gram in Kentucky, and direct that said regulation shall
become effective upon being filed with the Legislative
Research Commission, in accordance with the provisions
of Chapter 13 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes.

902 KAR 4:040E. Special Supplemental Food Program
for Women, Infants and Children (WIC).

RELATES TO: KRS 194.050

PURSUANT TO: KRS 13.082, 194.050, 42 USC 1786

EFFECTIVE: June 7, 1983

NECESSITY AND FUNCTION: Through operation of
42 USC §1786 and 7 CFR 246.10, the state is required to
impose sanctions upon vendors participating in the Special
Supplemental Food Program for Women, Infants and
Children (WIC) when it is determined that a violation of
program requirements has occurred. The purpose of this
regulation is to set forth the violations for which sanctions
are to be imposed, the applicable sanctions, and the appeal
rights assured an affected vendor.

Section 1. Definitions. (1) ‘‘Cabinet” means Cabinet
for Human Resources.

(2) “‘Secretary’’ means Secretary for Human Resources.

(3) “State agency’’ means the Cabinet for Human
Resources or its designated representative.

(4) “Vendor” means a vendor of food items who, by
contract, participates in the Special Supplemental Food
Program for Women, Infants and Children (WIC).

(5) “WIC program’’ means the Special Supplemental
Food Program for Women, Infants and Children (WIC)
administered pursuant to 42 USC §1786.

Section 2. For the following acts or circumstances com-
mitted by the vendor, his employe or agent, the cabinet
shall impose the following sanctions:
