On page 3, line 23, by deleting "and"; and

On page 3, line 24, after "processor" by inserting the following:

"; and

(19)
"Bottler" means a distributor who engages in the production or distribution of beverages in both refillable and nonrefillable containers"; and

On page 6, between lines 23 and 24, by inserting the following:

"(4)
If a redemption center mistakenly accepts for redemption a refillable container, the redemption center shall segregate the refillable container from recyclable containers and shall immediately notify the bottler, if the bottler can be reasonably identified, of the refillable container. The bottler shall have the right, within a reasonable period of time, to pick up the refillable container from the redemption center upon payment to the center of the deposit normally charged by the bottler for the container."; and

On page 8, between lines 1 and 2, by inserting the following:

"(5)
Every bottler shall be entitled to a credit against the payment established in subsection (1) of this section in the amount of five cents ($0.05) for every refillable container of four (4) ounces up to twenty (20) ounces sold or transferred to a dealer or sold directly to a consumer, within time periods determined by the authority.

Bottlers subject to the provisions of subsection (5) of this section shall claim credit in a manner and within time periods determined by the authority. The credit shall be claimed in a form that the authority may prescribe by administrative regulation. The form shall require, at a minimum, the following information:

(a)
The name, address, and telephone number of the bottler;

(b)
A statement of the brand or description of the beverage product sold by the bottler;

(c)
A certification by an authorized agent or officer of the bottler of the following:

1.
The number of containers sold or transferred to a dealer, or sold directly to the public, within the specified time period; and

2.
The number of refillable containers sold or transferred to a dealer, or sold directly to the public, within the specified time period; and

(d)
A statement showing the calculation of the minimum refund value, as defined in this section, reduced by the amount of the credit claimed under this section. If the calculation shows a negative balance owed by the bottler to the authority, the bottler shall carry the negative balance forward to the following reporting period. The bottler shall not be entitled to any refund from the authority."; and

On page 9, line 7, after "announcements" by inserting the following:

", a reasonable portion of which shall inform the public of the environmental and other benefits of the use of refillable containers,"; and

On page 10, line 21, after "Act." by inserting the following:

"Redemption centers shall not be entitled to receive the handling fee for any refillable container mistakenly redeemed, but shall be entitled to retain any difference between the minimum refund value reimbursed by the center and the deposit paid to the center by the bottler of the refillable container, according to Section 6 of this Act.
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
