PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill would consolidate under two sections of the Kentucky Revised Statutes provisions for the application and issuance of nine special license plates associated with service in the armed forces, each of which is currently codified under a separate KRS section. The bill would also provide for a single form which would be used in applying for the various "special military-related license plates," replacing separate application forms used in applying for the plates.

The House Committee Substitute would require the payment of a $17 state fee for the initial registration and renewal of a majority of the special plates. (Exceptions would apply to specific plates.) Five dollars of the $17 state fee would be earmarked for the Department of Veteran Affairs.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the bill on local governments would be restricted to the office of the County Clerk and would be positive in almost all aspects.

All applications for the various military-related plates would be made to the County Clerk.

The adoption of a single, uniform application for the special plates would require the County Clerk staff to be familiar with only one application form, rather than multiple forms, and would likely result in a speedier and more error-free process. The single, universal form would also decrease the space required to store blank forms.

All fees paid the County Clerk for initial and renewal registration for each plate would remain the same as required under current law. The fee payable to the clerk for reissuing the special military-related plates for use on another vehicle when the owner returns the original plate because of the sale, etc. of the vehicle to which it was issued would be increased to $3 from the $2 now required for reissuing five of the nine special plates. The fees for reissuing the remaining four plates are set at $3 under current law.

Accounting for and forwarding the $5 state fee to the Department of Veterans Affairs would be a new activity required of the County Clerk.

The provisions of the House Committee Substitute which prohibit local governments from levying a license fee on a disabled veteran or recipient of the Congressional Medal of Honor who has been issued a special military-related license plate, and which extend certain parking privileges to each group, are provided under current law.
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
