MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of HB 100/SCS is to set registration and renewal rates for special military license plates; establish the criteria for determining who is eligible to purchase the plates; provide for the distribution of the fees; grant exemptions from other registration fees that might be imposed on license plates to holders of the Congressional Medal of Honor and Disabled Veterans who have been or shall be given financial assistance toward the purchase or lease of a motor vehicle by the United States Department of Veterans Affairs under the provisions of 38 U.S.C. sec. 1901, or any other public law that may be passed by the Congress of the United States; provide for the reduction of the state fee collected by county clerks to $12; provide for a voluntary donation of $5 when initially registering or renewing the registration of a motor vehicle to go toward funding the Kentucky Veteran's Program Trust Fund; and provide for a $25 credit toward future state registration renewal fees on license plates issued under KRS 186.1732 to individuals who purchased a special license plate under KRS 186.1732 between June 1, 1999 and the effective date.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Repeals and reenacts KRS 186.041, relating to license plates for Disabled Veterans, to include in a single statute existing statutory provisions governing special license plates for Congressional Medal of Honor recipients,  Former Prisoners of War, survivors of Pearl Harbor, Purple Heart recipients, and members of the National Guard, Civil Air Patrol, and other Uniformed Services.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 100/SCS is indeterminable due to the inability to determine the number of eligible licensees who would apply for initial registration or renewal of the license tags or the cost to administer the program.  

The table below illustrates that, even with estimations of the number of license tag renewals,  HB 100/SCS would have  no fiscal impact on the Road Fund as the State Fee would remain unchanged.  The $5.00 Trust Fund fee would be deposited into the Kentucky Veteran's Program Trust Fund established under KRS 40.460(2)(b). Assuming fifty percent (50%) of the 1998 registrations were renewed in each fiscal year during FB 2000-2002, the total amount of funds which would be provided for the Trust Fund would be $15,665 each year.
