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AN ACT relating to senior citizen centers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 205 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The board that operates any senior citizens center that receives state or federal funds or support of any kind under this chapter shall:

(a)
Poll the center's users as to their preference for a smoking or nonsmoking policy; and

(b)
Decide, after polling center users and giving them an opportunity for input, whether the senior citizens center should adopt a policy that would support a limitation on smoking areas.

(2)
If the board decides to adopt a policy that places a limitation on smoking areas, the policy shall:

(a)
Designate an accessible indoor smoking area in any building where smoking is otherwise restricted; and

(b)
Favor allowing smoking in an open and public area where ventilation and air exchange are adequate and there are no restrictions otherwise placed on the area by the state fire marshal or other similar authority.

(3)
Any policy adopted by a board under this section shall be reduced to writing and displayed in a conspicuous place near the most frequently used entrance to the senior citizens center.
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
