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AN ACT relating to the American linden tree.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 149 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

No person shall cut down trees known commonly as American linden or American basswood, whose scientific name is Tilia americana, unless the tree has a diameter less than ten (10) inches.
Section 2.   KRS 149.990 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any person who violates subsection (2) of KRS 149.040 shall be fined not less than five hundred dollars ($500), or confined in jail for not less than thirty (30) nor more than one hundred (100) days, or both.

(2)
Any physically able resident of this state above the age of eighteen (18) who refuses or neglects to assist in extinguishing forest fires, when summoned by a warden as authorized by KRS 149.090(2), and any person who refuses to allow the use of required equipment or materials authorized by KRS 149.090(3), shall be fined not less than fifty ($50) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500).

(3)
Any person who violates KRS 149.083 shall be fined not less than one hundred ($100) nor more than one thousand dollars ($1,000), or imprisoned for not less than ninety (90) days nor more than twelve (12) months, or both.

(4)
Any person who violates Section 1 of this Act shall be fined not less than one hundred dollars ($100) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500).
