Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 510.050, 510.080, and 510.110 to provide to increased penalties for those situations where the victim is not just mentally incapacitated but has become mentally incapacitated by virtue of the defendant's administering of a controlled substance



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections currently averages 50 commitments per year for Rape III and 13 for Sodomy III with a 5-year sentence.  If 10% of these commitments were upgraded to Rape II and Sodomy II due to this bill, approximately 6 persons per year would have their sentence increased from 5 to 10 years. This would probably not increase the felon bed impact in the coming biennium but would increase time served resulting in an increased felon population in future years.  The Department of Corrections averages 144 new commitments per year for Sexual Abuse I.  If upgrading some cases of Sexual Abuse II (a misdemeanor) resulted in a 10% increase of Sexual Abuse I cases, this would add 14 inmates per year with a 4-year sentence.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The Department of Corrections estimates that this bill could result in 14 additional inmates in FY01 at a cost of $314,500 and 28 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of  $644,000.
