Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 434.655 to create higher penalties for credit card thefts involving high value of property stolen; amend numerous sections of KRS Chapter 514 to create higher penalties for thefts of goods or services involving high value of property stolen



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill increases the penalties for theft felonies as the dollar amount of the thefts increase.  Thefts of over $20,000 become Class C felonies and thefts of over $100,000 become Class B felonies.  The Department of Corrections averages 400 commitments per year for felony theft.  An unknown number of future convictions would be impacted by the bill but the impact cannot be determined because no readily available record is maintained on the dollar value of each theft.  The number of new commitments would not change as a result of the bill but their sentence length could be significantly increased.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Passage of this bill is projected to have no impact in the coming biennium but it could have a significant impact in subsequent biennia resulting from longer felony theft sentences.
