PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The provisions of this bill make using a firearm during the commission of a crime a Class D felony for the first offense and a Class C felony for subsequent offenses. Also, the bill provides that those convicted of the violations established by the bill must serve without benefit of parole.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact in minimal. The bill provides that current misdemeanor crimes (which involve a firearm) will now be felonies (Class D or C)  and other felony crimes/charges (if a firearm is involved) will have this violation added to them. The bill also provides that those convicted may not be granted parole. To that extent there may be (in principle) some increase in jail time served. However, although Class D felons are incarcerated in local/county jails the cost is reimbursed to the local/county jail by the state.
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
