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AN ACT relating to special license plates for independent colleges and universities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 186.186 TO 186.1867 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any person who complies with the provisions of KRS 186.186 may apply for an independent collegiate license plate for any independent college or university licensed by the Council on Postsecondary Education.

(2)
An independent collegiate license plate shall be the color and design selected by the Association of Independent Kentucky Colleges and Universities and approved by the Transportation Cabinet. The name "Kentucky" and the annual renewal decal shall appear on the plate, along with the logo of the Kentucky Association of Independent Colleges and Universities and a decal bearing the name of the college or university selected by the person purchasing the plate. The Transportation Cabinet may use any combination of numerals or letters as needed in the numbering of the license plate.

(3)
In addition to the fees required by KRS 186.186, a person applying for an independent college license plate shall pay a ten dollar ($10) fee that shall be collected by the county clerk and forwarded by the clerk to the Transportation Cabinet under the provisions of KRS 186.230. When applying for an annual renewal registration decal, a person with an independent college license plate shall pay a ten dollar ($10) fee, in addition to the renewal fee established in KRS 186.186(2). The additional fees under this subsection shall be collected by the county clerk and forwarded by the clerk to the Transportation Cabinet under the provisions of KRS 186.230.

(4)
The ten dollar ($10) initial fee and the ten dollar ($10) renewal fee collected under subsection (3) of this section shall be forwarded annually by the Transportation Cabinet to the Kentucky Association of Independent Colleges and Universities for distribution to the general scholarship funds of the Association's members.
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
