PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill allows supporters of independent colleges and universities to purchase special license plates.  Ten dollars ($10) of the initial and renewal fee will go to the general scholarship fund of designated independent colleges and universities.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.  The bill requires extra work on the part of county clerks to process applications and renewals, forward applications and renewals, accept and account for the application or renewal fees.  These efforts require the expenditure of staff time and resources.  However, the Clerks Association believes that the three dollar ($3) 

application and renewal fee adequately covers the expenditure. The number of license plates provided for in HB 118 which will be issued is unknown.
