PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 287/SCS sets out procedures for counties to use in selling or conveying real or personal property.  Under the measure, when selling or conveying real or personal property, the county must prepare a written statement setting out certain information specified in the bill.  Once this is done, the county may either transfer the property to another governmental agency, sell the property by public auction, electronic auction, sealed bid, or, in the absence of bids, dispose of the property in "any manner deemed appropriate by the county."

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 127/SCS is indeterminable, although it should be minimal.  KRS 67.080 grants fiscal courts the power to control county property, including the selling or disposing of real estate.  HB 127/SCS extends that power to the sale and disposal of personal property, and establishes specific, documented steps before a county can sell or dispose of its property.  Currently, a fiscal court may appoint one or more commissioners to buy or dispose of real estate, subject to the approval of the fiscal court.

Expenses to counties under this measure may lie in the additional documentation, or perhaps in the costs involved in arranging for an auction or sealed bid process.  As for the pre-sale documentation, someone would have to prepare it, possibly the county attorney.  KRS 45A.365 requires bid notices to be published in a newspaper of general circulation in the local jurisdiction or posted on the Internet.
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
