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AN ACT relating to private data.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 61.870 TO 61.884 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
No public agency, as defined in KRS 61.870, shall sell or distribute any information, including wage data, that has been collected by the state from any individual or corporation from tax returns or any other filings required by a public agency, unless the release of the information is expressly authorized by federal or state statute or regulation.

(2)
Subsection (1) of this section shall not apply to:

(a)
Any information provided in the aggregate which does not identify the individual;

(b)
Any information provided by an individual or corporation to a public agency that is part of a public record, which is regularly and customarily open to inspection;

(c)
Any information necessary to determine the existence of a public license;

(d)
Any request for information that is accompanied by an authorization permitting inspection, executed by the individual or corporation to whom the information pertains;

(e)
Any request for employment references for a state employee or a former state employee; and

(f)
Any request for information verifying the employment status, duration of employment, income, or other information regarding a state employee resulting from the employee's application for the extension of credit.

(3)
Nothing in this section shall prohibit the public agency from charging fees for copying or any service fees necessary for time involved when employees obtain information not precluded from disclosure under this section.
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
