MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 138 provides tuition to officers and enlisted members of the National Guard.  Currently, only enlisted members are eligible to participate in the tuition award program. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 138 amends KRS 164.5161.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 138 would have an indeterminable impact.  The actual fiscal impact would be dependent upon the number of officers that actually participate in the tuition program, the specific school attended by the participant, and the tuition costs at the particular school.  There are approximately 700 officers in the National Guard that would become eligible to participate in the tuition award program. 

Although the actual fiscal impact of HB 138 is indeterminable, the following information is provided for illustration of potential cost:

The National Guard Tuition Award Program has been providing tuition awards since FY 1996-97.  The actual average award for FY 1998-99 was $944 and the average award for the current year is estimated to be $1,021.  These average awards include the tuition costs for the Universities, Community Colleges, and Technical Schools attended by the participants.

The average annual tuition rates for FY 1999-2000 at the various institutions in Kentucky are as follows.  The University of Kentucky's and the University of Louisville's average annual tuition rate is $2,960; the six comprehensive Universities' average annual tuition rate is $2,020; the thirteen Community Colleges' average annual tuition rate is $1,100; and the fifteen Technical Education Schools' average annual tuition rate is $660.  Each of these schools is anticipating various percentage increases in tuition rates ranging from 2.6% to 15% for each year of the FB 2000-2002. 
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
