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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 142/GA is to increase the per diem of members of local boards of education from $40 to $75 for each regular or specially called meeting and required training session attended.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 142/GA amends KRS 160.280 to increase the per diem and maximum amount of expenses to be reimbursed for members of local boards of education. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 142/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to anticipate the number of specially called local school board meetings throughout the year.  Although the actual fiscal impact is indeterminable, the following cost elements are provided:

Currently 882 members of local boards of education are serving the Commonwealth's 176 local school districts.  Pursuant to HB 142/GA, the per diem of members of local boards of education is increased by $35 per meeting ($40 to $75).  Therefore, approximately $30,900 (882 members X $35 additional per diem) would be necessary for each board meeting.

Assuming, each of the state's local boards of education meet a minimum of 12 times a year (once a month); the minimum additional cost would be approximately $370,400 per year ($30,900 additional cost X 12 meetings per year).
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
