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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 194/GA clarifies the jurisdiction of the Finance and Administration Cabinet when it comes to leasing property by the Commonwealth; changes certain time frames for leasing of space; requires leased property to last for a minimum of thirty (30) years, and to meet all applicable building code and safety requirements; and allows the Commonwealth to cancel a lease on thirty (30) days' written notice. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 194/GA amends KRS 56.800, KRS 56.803, KRS 56.8035, and KRS 56.806 to provide for the measure's purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 194/GA has no fiscal impact.  The provisions update various sections of statute to correspond with current leasing practices.
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
