Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 532.110, relating to concurrent and consecutive sentencing, to provide for consecutive sentencing for persons convicted of violating KRS 527.040, possession of a firearm by a convicted felon; amend KRS 533.060, relating to probation, to prohibit pretrial diversion and prerelease probation for persons convicted of using a firearm during the commission of a Class A to C felony or persons convicted of violating KRS 527.040, possession of a firearm by a convicted felon. 



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill requires persons convicted of “Possession of a Firearm by a convicted Felon” to serve that sentence consecutive to any other sentence. The Department averages 24 commitments per year by persons convicted of this crime in which the sentence is not consecutive with other sentences. The difference would be from 5 to 8.5 years. 

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The difference in individuals adding 3.5 years to their sentence would increase their parole eligibility from 1 year to 1.7 years. This would result in 24 additional inmates beginning FY02 and would increase to 66 additional inmates in FY07 before leveling out at 42 additional inmates in following years. The cost in FY02 would be $550,000
