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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 213/GA expands the personal care assistance (Personal Care Attendant - PCA) program to serve more severely physically disabled adults as provided by the state executive budget bill.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 205.925 to provide that the Cabinet may serve more physically disabled adults as provided by the state executive branch budget bill. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 213/GA has no fiscal impact, as any additional costs are limited to the level of funding provided in the state executive branch budget.

Pursuant to information provided by the Cabinet for Health Services (CHS), Office of Aging, as of September 1999, 672 persons were on the PCA waiting list in Kentucky.  The cost to serve all persons on the waiting list is estimated to be approximately $6.1 million.
