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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 230 increases the daily pay for jurors to increase daily pay from $5 to $10 and daily expense reimbursement from $7.50 to $15.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 230 amends KRS 29A.170 relating to compensation of jurors and amends KRS 32.070 to conform. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of HB 230 would double the expenditures made from the Jury Fund account in the County Costs appropriation unit within the Finance and Administration Cabinet.  The actual expenditures for FY 1998-99 from the Jury Fund account were $3.5 million.
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
