ESTIMATED COST

The effect of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.  The bill eliminates the work required by county clerks to license the exempt trailers, but it also eliminates a source of revenue for county clerks. County clerks currently receive a $1.50 fee for licensing the trailers which would be exempt under the provisions of HB 231.
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
