PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill prohibits any county operating a Vehicle Emissions Testing (VET) Program from inspecting motorcycles.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 236 on local government will be minimal. The only county testing motorcycles under a VET program is Jefferson County. Currently, there are 4,567 motorcycles registered in Jefferson County. Motor vehicle owners, including owners of motorcycles, pay an annual fee of $11 for a vehicle emissions test. The tests are conducted by a private firm, Gordon-Darby, Inc., under contract to the Jefferson County Air Pollution Control Board. Gordon-Darby, Inc. remits $2.43 per vehicle tested to the Air Pollution Control Board. Thus, under the provisions of the Act, the Air Pollution Control Board's annual revenues would be reduced by $11,100, or approximately 1 percent of the Board's income from the Gordon-Darby Inc. contract.

The bill will also require an amendment to Jefferson County ordinances. Currently, Jefferson County ordinances require the VET testing of all vehicles, motorcycles included. A minimal cost will be incurred in amending the ordinances.
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
