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AN ACT relating to the Kentucky Unified Juvenile Code.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 635 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Each juvenile sentenced to a community labor or community work program shall, while engaging in labor, wear a conspicuous garment or other identification identifying the juvenile as a work or labor program participant.

(2)
Failure of a juvenile sentenced to a community labor or community work program to wear the required garment or identification while engaging in labor shall be punished by further sanctions by the court.

(3)
The Department of Juvenile Justice shall specify the garment or identification to be worn by juveniles sentenced to a community labor or community work program and may require the juvenile to reimburse the department for the garment or identification or for the use of the garment or identification.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 640 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Each juvenile sentenced to a community labor or community work program shall wear a conspicuous garment or other identification identifying the juvenile as a work or labor program participant.

(2)
Failure of a juvenile sentenced to a community labor or community work program to wear the required garment or identification shall be punished by further sanctions by the court.

(3)
The Department of Juvenile Justice shall specify the garment or identification to be worn by juveniles sentenced to a community labor or community work program and may require the juvenile to reimburse the department for the garment or identification or for the use of the garment or identification.
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
