MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 267/HCS requires that dentists participating in the Medicaid program, or a Medicaid managed care partnership, be reimbursed at, or equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the seventy-fifth percentile of fees paid within the East South Central region of the United States, based on the most recent survey of dental fees completed by the American Dental Association.  Requires that these rates be reviewed and adjusted biennially by the Department for Medicaid Services.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 205.621 to require that dentists participating in the Medicaid program, or a Medicaid managed care partnership, be reimbursed at, or equal, to one hundred percent (100%) of the seventy-fifth percentile of fees paid within the East South Central region of the United States, based on the most recent survey of dental fees completed by the American Dental Association; Requires a biennial review and adjustment of rates.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact for HB 267/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to determine the level of reimbursement for dentists within the East South Central region of the United States at the time dental fees will be increased, and to what extent these fees will increase on a biennial basis.
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
