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AN ACT related to Medicaid reimbursement for dentists and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 205.621 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Reimbursement for physicians and dentists providing services to Medicaid recipients shall be increased to reflect budgeted provider profiles beginning October 1, 1990.

(2)
Beginning October 1, 1992, reimbursement to physicians and dentists shall be increased annually in increments which represent a minimum seventy-five percent (75%) of the most recently reported annual change in the consumer price index as computed by the United States Department of Labor.

(3)
Beginning on the effective date of this Act, dentists participating in the Medicaid program or Medicaid managed care partnership shall be reimbursed at a rate equal to or greater than one hundred percent (100%) of the seventy-fifth percentile of fees paid to all dentists within the East South Central region of the United States, based upon the most recent survey of dental fees published by the American Dental Association. Dental reimbursement rates shall be reviewed and adjusted at least biennially by the Department for Medicaid Services.

Section 2.   There is appropriated four million dollars ($4,000,000) in fiscal year 2000-2001 and four million dollars ($4,000,000) in fiscal year 2001-2002 out of the general fund, to be matched with federal funds, for the purpose of compensating dentists for services provided to Medicaid recipients.
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
