PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill increases the state's contribution to election expenses from $255 per precinct per election to $300 per precinct per election.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of HB 288 is indeterminable, but would be moderate.  The state's current contribution to local election costs in $225 per precinct per election.  HB 288 provides that the county treasurer would receive a state contribution of $300 per precinct per election, an increase of $75.  Thus, counties should see an increase in the state's contribution to election costs.  The total amount that each county would receive is dependent upon the number of precincts in the county.
