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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of 2000 BR 868 is to create an Extracurricular Activity Transportation Fund to subsidize the transportation costs of public school pupils who participate in extracurricular activities in grades 9 through 12.  The Extracurricular Activity Transportation Fund  will be administered by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE).  The Fund may receive moneys from state appropriations, public and private sources, and federal funds.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  2000 BR 868 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 157 establishing an Extracurricular Activity Transportation Fund to be administered by the KDE.  The Fund may receive state appropriations, gifts and grants from public and private sources, and federal funds.  The Fund shall provide reimbursement not to exceed one-half of the extracurricular transportation costs of public school pupils in grades 9 through 12.  The superintendent of a local school district may certify and submit the extracurricular transportation costs of eligible pupils to the commissioner of education for reimbursement. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The creation of the Extracurricular Activity Transportation Fund has no fiscal impact.  Any fiscal impact would occur when the General Assembly, at its discretion, appropriates funds for this purpose.  According to the KDE,  the statewide average cost for school bus transportation is $.92 per mile.  This figure ($.92 per mile) does not include the bus driver’s salary.
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
