MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 295/HCS establishes the Kentucky Homeless Veterans Program in the Department of Veterans' Affairs; requires a network of various service providers; specifies the mission of the program and persons to be served; requires the components of the program to be advocacy and public awareness, information services, technical assistance, and facilities; permits acceptance and expenditure of appropriations, as well as moneys from any source, including donations and grants; requires that a Homeless Veterans Service Coordinating Committee be established; requires membership of the committee be comprised of representatives from public and private agencies who provide services that may be used by homeless veterans; requires the Commissioner of the Department of Veterans' Affairs to designate the agencies which shall be represented on the committee; and provide that if HB 139 becomes law, the provisions of the Act will be codified into KRS Chapter 40. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 295/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 36.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Although the fiscal impact of HB 295/HCS is indeterminable, the following cost components are addressed:  Funding support will be required for personnel and operating costs to establish a statewide network of services to provide treatment for addictions and mental illness, and services to find housing and employment.  The establishment of the statewide network of services will involve seeking available Veterans Administration Federal Funds that will be provided directly to various providers and programs.  There is approximately $17 million in grant funds available from the Veterans Administration in FY 2000-2001 for new construction, renovation, transportation and per diem programs for homeless veterans.  The cost for the Homeless Veterans Service Coordinating Committee is not determinable. 

Funds required to support a Program Coordinator position would total approximately $27,600 in FY 2000-2001 and $30,400 in FY 2001-2002.  Operating costs would include office equipment in FY 2000-2001, and supplies and travel in each fiscal year.  The total for Operating is estimated to be $9,000 in FY 2000-2001 and $4,500 in FY 2001-2002.  The total cost for personnel and operating is estimated to be $36,600 in FY 2000-2001 and $34,900 in FY 2001-2002.

The cost associated with the Homeless Veterans Service Coordinating Committee is non-determinable due to the inability to estimate the number of members which would be appointed to the committee and the level of payment for per diem, associated travel costs, and other operating  expenses.  

*The Branch Budget Recommendation includes funding for additional personnel positions and operating expenses for various support programs for veterans.  One of the positions provided in the Recommendation is the Program Coordinator for the Homeless Veterans Program.
