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AN ACT relating to health insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 18A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any person whose home is approved as a family foster home by the Cabinet for Families and Children for six (6) months or more prior to purchasing coverage under this section, shall be permitted to purchase health insurance coverage provided to state employees pursuant to KRS 18A.225, under the same terms and conditions as state employees. A person electing coverage under this section shall be eligible for coverage until his or her home is no longer approved as a family foster home.

(2)
The secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet and the secretary of the Cabinet for Families and Children shall provide for a system to enroll persons who elect to purchase health insurance pursuant to this section using the county offices of the Cabinet for Families and Children. Persons who elect to purchase the coverage shall do so in the office of the cabinet in the county of their residence. The person who elects coverage under this section shall be responsible for payment of the total cost of the coverage and shall pay the premiums in a manner and at a time as determined by administrative regulations of the Finance and Administration Cabinet promulgated pursuant to KRS Chapter 13A.
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
