MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 309 is to amend KRS 441.206 to increase from $24,000 to $50,000 the minimum state contribution to a county for the care and maintenance of jail inmates.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 309 amends KRS 441.206 to increase from $24,000 to $50,000 the minimum state contribution to a county for the care and maintenance of jail inmates.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 309 would impact the Local Jail Support appropriation unit within the Department of Corrections.  Funds appropriated for the Local Jail Support program are distributed to each county based upon the formula provided in KRS 441.206.  Sixty (60) counties would be affected by this measure at a cost of $1,013,900 in each year of the biennium.  
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
