PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill would eliminate from testing under a vehicle emission control program for the initial year of registration in Kentucky, a vehicle that had successfully passed inspection in another state required to conduct vehicle emission testing by the Federal Environmental Protection Agency, or that was exempt from testing in that state. The owner of the vehicle would be issued a reciprocal certificate, valid for one year, exempting the vehicle from inspection for a period of one year.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

There are only four counties which have a vehicle emission testing program:  Boone, Kenton, Campbell, and Jefferson. Of the four, only one, Jefferson County is responsible for the operation of its program and realizes any proceeds from the program. Thus, Jefferson County is the only local government impacted by the bill. The other three counties' programs are operated by the state of Kentucky.

Jefferson County receives $2.43 for each vehicle tested through a contract with Gordon-Darby, Inc., the firm which actually conducts the testing, and would realize a loss of $2.43 for each vehicle exempt under the provisions of the bill. However, there is no information available as to the number of vehicles applying for registration in Kentucky annually which have successfully passed, or are exempt from, a vehicle emission testing program conducted by another state, thus, the amount of loss is indeterminable, but is estimated to be minimal.
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
