PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill creates new sections of KRS Chapter 164 relating to safety and security at postsecondary education institutions; requires each postsecondary education institution to maintain a daily log recording all crimes occurring on campus and make the log available for public inspection; requires that campus security authorities immediately report a fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal and the local authorities; requires that campus security authorities immediately report each fire or threat of fire to the state fire marshal's office and the local authorities; effective September 1, 2000, and each year thereafter; requires each postsecondary institution to report to the Council on Postsecondary Education policies and statistics related to campus safety and security; and establishes penalties ($500 to $5000 or up to 30 days in county jail) for any person who violates, or seeks to induce another to violate, the provisions of the Act.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact will be minimal. The provisions of the bill require that institutions submit campus security policies which must identify campus security relationships with local law enforcement authorities. 

 A new misdemeanor crime is created for failure to comply with the provisions of the bill, or inducing someone else to violate the provisions or otherwise to not comply. Whenever a new crime is created it can result in some additional (in this case, county jail) incarceration (up to 30 days), along with some additional peace officer training, investigation, and court testimony time. In principle, some additional time and effort might be related to allegations of violations of the provisions of this bill.
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
