House Bill 323 amends KRS 61.552 which pertains to obtainment of service credit in the Kentucky Retirement System.  The amendment does not specifically mention the Kentucky Teachers' Retirement System, but the first sentence states:  "any employee participating in one of the state-administered retirement systems".

In order to exclude the Kentucky Teachers' Retirement System from the provisions of the House Bill 323 and remove any possible actuarial liability to KTRS, we ask that the reference to retirement systems be amended to "one of the retirement systems administered by the Kentucky Retirement Systems".
