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Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 531 to create the crime of video voyeurism when a person videotapes a person in various sexual acts or states of undress without the person's permission as a Class D felony; create a new section of KRS Chapter 531 to exempt telephone companies, television stations, and Internet providers from provisions of statute; create a new provision of KRS Chapter 531 to require destruction of videotapes and other material violating the statute.

This bill creates the felony crime of video voyeurism, a Class D felony.
