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NOTE SUMMARY

Fiscal Analysis:
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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 330/GA allows an approved company to use Bluegrass State Skills training grants to train employees who are classified as a Kentucky resident and declares an emergency.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 330/GA amends KRS 154.12-207 by replacing the limitations of participants of training programs within companies who have been approved to use Bluegrass State Skills training grants from being a Citizen of the Commonwealth to being a Kentucky resident. 

HB 330/GA declares an emergency which allows this Act to take effect upon its passage and approved by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming law.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 330/GA does not contain any provisions which increases funds for the Bluegrass State Skills training grant program, therefore; there is no fiscal impact.  
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
