PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Defines "manufactured home", "qualified manufactured home", and "permanent foundation"; recognizes the National Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards Act of 1974 and the HUD Code as the construction standard for manufactured housing; prohibits local governments from adopting and enforcing zoning or other land-use regulations that discriminate against qualified manufactured homes; and includes manufactured homes as a kind of structure which must be dealt with in the development of city or county zoning regulations.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the bill is indeterminable.  Local governments affected by this measure may have to amend or modify regulations, ordinances, or policies.  This could result in minimal costs for public notices and/or advertisements and other associated administrative activities.  

Local governments could realize an increased tax base from the expansion of available housing within their bounds.  Likewise, local governments would have to expand services to the residents of these housing units.

The House Committee Substitute differs from the bill as introduced with respect to provisions affecting local governments, by prohibiting local governments from discriminating against "qualified" manufactured homes, rather than "manufactured homes."
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
