PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Amend KRS 100.111 to include the definitions of "manufactured home" and "permanent foundation"; create a new section of KRS Chapter 100 to recognize the National Manufactured Home Construction and Safety Standards Act of 1974, and the HUD Code as the construction standard for manufactured housing, and prohibit local governments from adopting and enforcing zoning or other land-use regulations that discriminate against manufactured homes while not applying the provisions to mobile homes and also not affecting the adoption of residential housing regulations and ordinances; amend KRS 100.203 to add manufactured homes to the content of zoning regulations without affecting, modifying, or abolishing certain legal instruments.

BR 1402 (HB 334/GA) changes the word discriminate to differentiate from other residential housing.  The required roof pitch changed from 3/12 to 4/12 pitch.  The GA states that nothing would limit the cities, counties, urban county governments, or charter counties to require a final inspection of any manufactured home for the purpose of insuring that no damage has occurred during transportation or assembly of the manufactured home that could compromise its structural integrity.  Additionally the change incorporated subsection (3) into the regulation and HUD code governing construction standards.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of this bill is indeterminable, but would likely be minimal.  Local governments affected by this measure might have to amend or modify regulations, ordinances, and policies.  This could result in minimal costs for public notices and/or advertisements.  Additional inspection requirements should be offset by permit fees.

Local governments could realize an increased tax base from the expansion of available housing within their bounds.  Likewise, local governments would have to expand services to the residents of the housing units.

The fiscal impact of changes incorporated by HB 334/GA remains indeterminable, but would likely be minimal.
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
