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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 347/HCS is to amend KRS 158.070 to require public schools to be closed on the third Monday of January in observance of the birthday of Martin Luther King, Jr.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 347/HCS Amends KRS 158.070 to require schools to be closed on the third Monday of January in observance of the birthday of Martin Luther King, Jr.; permits districts to designate the day as one of the four holidays or to not include the day in the minimum school term.  Repeals provisions in KRS 118.025 and KRS 158.060 to require public schools to close on any day of a regular election.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact as result of HB 347/HCS.  The assumption of HB 347/HCS is the closing of public schools on the third Monday of January would not be a paid holiday or an extra contract day for certified staff.
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
