PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill allows owners of mobile or manufactured homes who have permanently affixed their homes to the property on which it is located to file an "affidavit of conversion to real estate" with the county clerk of residence. The affidavit must be accompanied by the certificate of title. Mobile or manufactured homes permanently affixed to land are designed as "real estate" for property tax purposes.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effect of this bill ought to be minimal.  Mr. Don Blevins, Fayette County Clerk, stated that he believed that the bill will not appreciably increase or decrease the revenue or work loads of county 

clerks.  The bill will affect PVAs as they will be required to change the category of property for taxation.  This requirement ought to have a minimal effect on the PVA's office as well.
