MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 356/GA provides that seven (7) members instead of nine (9) will constitute a quorum of a meeting of the Flood Control Advisory Commission and requires members to receive a one hundred dollar ($100) stipend for attending meetings of the Commission.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 356/GA amends KRS 151.560 to provide for the provisions of HB 356/GA.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is a minimal fiscal impact from the provisions of HB 356/GA requiring members to receive a $100 stipend for attending meetings of the Flood Control Advisory Commission.  The fiscal impact is dependent upon the number of meetings and number of members attending the meetings who are eligible to receive the stipend.  The two Legislative members are not eligible to receive the stipend since they receive their legislative pay and travel expenses through the Legislative Research Commission's budget.  The Department for Local Government representative is not eligible to receive the stipend since this person is a state employee.  The remaining 13 members are eligible to receive the $100 per meeting stipend.

If the Commission holds the required quarterly meetings and does not meet more often, and if all 13 members who are eligible to receive the $100 stipend attend the meetings, the fiscal impact would be $5,200 (4 meetings x 13 members x $100 per diem). 
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
