On page 2, after line 17 by adding the following:

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 151 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Flood Control Advisory Commission shall establish a subcommittee for each county containing a city of the first class to study development in that county's flood plain.

(2)
The subcommittee shall consist of seven (7) members appointed as follows:

(a)
One (1) appointed by the county judge/executive of the county containing a city of the first class;

(b)
One (1) appointed by the mayor of the city of the first class within the county containing a city of the first class;

(c)
One (1) appointed by a citizen group that is involved with development issues in the county containing a city of the first class;

(d)
One (1) appointed by a builders' group;

(e)
Two (2) persons residing in the flood plain of the county containing a city of the first class appointed by the county judge/executive of the county containing a city of the first class; and

(f)
One (1) person representing the metropolitan sewer district as defined in KRS 76.005.

(3)
The subcommittee shall meet twice each year and shall study and recommend flood plain development issues and shall report on these issues, and any findings, to the Flood Control Advisory Commission and to the governing body of the county containing a city of the first class.

(4)
Each subcommittee member shall serve a four (4) year term, except that the initial appointees shall serve terms as follows:

(a)
One (1) member shall serve for a term of one (1) year from the date of appointment;
(b)
Two (2) members shall serve for  a term of two (2) years from the date of appointment;

(c)
Two (2) members shall serve for  a term of three (3) years from the date of appointment; and

(d)
Two (2) members shall serve for  a term of four (4) years from the date of appointment.

(5)
Subcommittee members may be reappointed. A vacancy in an unexpired term shall be filled for the unexpired portion of the term in the same manner as the original appointment to that term.

(6)
The subcommittee shall annually elect one (1) of its members as chairperson. A quorum for the transaction of business shall be four (4) members, and a majority of the subcommittee members present at a meeting may take action on any matter legally before it.

(7)
Subcommittee members shall be paid their necessary expenses incurred in attending meetings and in the performance of their official duties.

(8)
The Flood Control Advisory Commission, established in KRS 151.560, shall provide the staff services and resources necessary to support the subcommittee in its duties."
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
