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AN ACT relating to telephone directory advertisements.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 367.110 TO 367.300 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Every foreign or alien domiciliary placing an advertisement for a business, product, or service in a telephone directory published for distribution to members of the general public shall cause the advertisement to state either:

(a)
That the person placing the advertisement does not have a Kentucky domicile; or
(b)
The address of the person's fixed, physical place of business nearest to the geographical area where the telephone directory is distributed in Kentucky.
(2)
Solely for the purposes of this section, a person shall be considered to have a domicile in Kentucky if the person has a fixed, physical office or place of business in Kentucky and declares that it has a business nexus in Kentucky for Kentucky income tax purposes.

(3)
Failure to comply with the provisions of this section shall be deemed an unfair, false, misleading, or deceptive act or practice in the conduct of trade or commerce.

(4)
Nothing in this section creates any duty or imposes any obligation upon any person other than the business that is the subject of the advertisement or listing.

(5)
In addition to any other penalties, violation of any of the provisions of this section shall be a Class B misdemeanor.
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
