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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The provisions of HB 385/GA define terms and provide that in accordance with the Master Settlement Agreement, a tobacco manufacturer either becomes a participating manufacturer or places money in a qualified escrow account based on the number of units sold; EMERGENCY 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The provisions of HB 385/GA create new sections of KRS Chapter 131 to provide for the measure's purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Office of the Attorney General would not require additional staff to carry out the provisions of HB 385/GA. The escrow account would not require additional state support, nor would it be considered a state funding source.
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
