MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  To expand the current nurses' aide abuse registry kept on long term care facilities to include home health aides.  In addition, prohibits all home health agencies from hiring any home health aides as well as any nurses' aides who are listed on the abuse registry.  Defines resident neglect to be the same as the definition in federal statute, and includes the misappropriation of resident property.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates new sections of KRS Chapter 216 to require the Cabinet for Health Services to add home health aides to the nurse aide abuse registry and to prohibit all home health agencies from hiring any home health aides as well as any nurse aides who are listed on the abuse registry; Provides the Cabinet with the authority to promulgate administrative regulations necessary to expand or modify the nurse aide abuse registry and to add home health aides to the hearing and appeals process.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 421/GA would require the hiring of four additional licensure inspectors, costing an estimated $50,000 for salary and operating costs per person each year, to verify that home health agencies are meeting the requirements of this legislation.
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
