PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill allows the "governing body" of a local political party to file a declination with the county board of elections.  A "declination" puts the county clerk on notice that the local party does not want a copy of a precinct's election returns.  The bill makes this declination permanent until the party elects to change it's position.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The effects of the bill are indeterminable, but ought to minimal.  County clerks will be required to accept, file, and act upon declinations.  This will result in a minimal increase in staff time.  However, the Jefferson County Clerk's Office believes that this will be more than offset by reduced printing and postage costs.

Currently, a quadruplicate return sheet is filled out in each precinct, and one copy of the return is forwarded to the governing body of each of the two dominant political parties. The bill will allow the use and printing of a three-part form which, presumably, will be less expensive than the current, four-part form. The cost of mailing or otherwise forwarding a copy of the precinct return to the political parties will be saved.
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
