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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 429 is to amend KRS 438.250 to delete the requirement for testing of hepatitis A, to require testing for any disease if testing for that disease is recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and to require testing to be conducted as recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and to provide that if a public servant or crime victim who is bitten by or exposed to blood of, among others, a patient or resident of any health facility owned or operated by the Commonwealth, then the patient or resident shall be tested for HIV, hepatitis B and C, and any other disease as recommended by the CDC. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 429 amends KRS 438.250 to delete the requirement for testing of hepatitis A,  requires testing for any disease if testing for that disease is recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and requires testing to be conducted as recommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and provides that if a public servant or crime victim who is bitten by or exposed to blood of, among others, a patient or resident of any health facility owned or operated by the Commonwealth, then the patient or resident shall be tested for HIV, hepatitis B and C, and any other disease as recommended by the CDC.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 429 has no fiscal impact due to the fact these tests are already being conducted by the Department of Corrections..
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
