On page 15, lines 21 to 22, by deleting ", as described in paragraph (b) of this subsection" and inserting ". The results of this determination through the use of the evaluation procedure set forth in Section 2 of this Act shall be reported to the Education Professional Standards Board"; and

On page 15, line 23 after "(b)" by deleting the new language through the end of line 25 and inserting in lieu thereof "Through the evaluation appeal procedure, any teacher determined by the principal not to be adequately prepared in the subject matter and the teaching methodologies appropriate to each content area for which he or she is assigned may appeal that determination and may use any of a variety of options to establish preparedness including:".
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
