PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill adds "automobile race tracks" (seating 30,000 or more) to the identified entities to which the state and city governments can issue supplemental retail alcoholic beverage sales licenses.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of the bill on local government is indeterminable. When an alcoholic beverage license is issued by the state, the possibility always exists that there will be a concomitant need for an increase in local police services. The probability for the need decreases substantially if the liquor license is added to other licenses already in force in a "wet" area. Cities may also issue licenses, and charge an annual $2,000 fee for the license, to offset the cost of any additional municipal expenses.
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
