MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of this legislation is to allow for the return of vital organs of a victim under the age of 18 to the parents or guardians that have been retained for subsequent analysis by the Medical Examiner's Office.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 72.020 to require that if an autopsy is performed on a child less than 18 years of age, the parents or guardian be notified if any vital organs are retained by the coroner and that any vital organs be returned to the parent or guardian when criminal prosecution has ended. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact would be approximately $100,000 annually.  This would support two to three people whose responsibility would be to account for the vital organs that are retained by the Medical Examiner's Office for subsequent analysis, but fall under the provisions of this legislation.  It is assumed a new position will be located at the Louisville, Lexington and Northern Kentucky Medical Examiners Offices.
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
