PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill would prohibit local civil rights laws.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  This bill would prohibit local civil rights laws.  The Kentucky Human Rights Commission estimates that there are roughly forty communities across the state with existing Human Rights ordinances.  Those communities would incur the administrative expense of repealing those ordinances.  Reprinting costs would also be incurred to print the amended statutes.  

This law does not do away with local human rights commissions.  To the extent that the local human right commissions would no longer need to be concerned with investigating or holding hearings for violations of local ordinances, their costs would be reduced.
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
