MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 488/GA is to mandate a human service transportation delivery broker be fined $1,000, in addition to being subject to having their contract revoked, if the broker refuses to transport a person before the state program coordinator has officially instructed the broker that the person is ineligible to receive transportation services; to apply the same penalty for refusing transportation to a person requesting service with less than the required 72 hours notice; to require a hearing to be held in the county where the person lives if a person is appealing a decision by the state that they are ineligible for transportation services, or if they are appealing the resolution of a complaint lodged against a broker or subcontractor; to allow brokers to consider giving persons classified as Certificate Type 02 freedom of choice in transportation provider; and to prohibit a broker from imposing on subcontractors additional requirements that are not required under HB 488/GA or by administrative regulation promulgated by the Transportation Cabinet.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amend subsection (3) of Section 4 of HB 488/GA to mandate a broker be fined $1,000, in addition to begin subject to having their contract revoked, if the broker refuses to transport a person before the state program coordinator has officially instructed the broker that the person is ineligible to receive transportation services; amend subsection (1) of Section 8 to insert the same penalty for refusing transportation to a person requesting service with less than the required 72 hours notice; amend subsection (4) of Section 4 to require a hearing to be held in the county where the person lives if a person is appealing a decision by the state that they are ineligible for transportation services, or if they are appealing the resolution of a complaint lodged against a broker or subcontractor; add a new subsection (3) to Section 6  to allow brokers to consider giving persons classified as Certificate Type 02 freedom of choice in transportation provider; add a new Section 11 to prohibit a broker from imposing on subcontractors additional requirements that are not required under HB 488/GA or by administrative regulations promulgated by the Transportation Cabinet; and renumber remaining sections accordingly.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 488/GA is indeterminable. However, the following cost elements are identified: 

In the event it is necessary to conduct a 13B Hearing due to the inability of an appointed ombudsman from the Coordinated Transportation Advisory Committee and a complainant to reach an agreement satisfactory to the complainant, the fiscal impact would be $2,000.

The fiscal impact of HB 488/GA includes the inclusion of seven (7) addition PFT positions to serve as program coordinators to support the Coordinated Transportation Advisory Committee (CTAC). Each coordinator, located throughout the state, would be responsible for two or three districts.  The funding for these positions would be approximately $50,000 per position in FY 2000-2001 and approximately $42,000 per position in FY 2001-2002.

The Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC) and the Cabinet for Health Services (CHS) contract with the Transportation Cabinet for Human Service Transportation Delivery services. The fiscal impacts on CFC and CHS are dependent upon whether or not any costs incurred by the Transportation Cabinet are passed on to the contracting agencies (CFC and CHS). The costs relating to CFC and CHS are included in the Transportation Cabinet's fiscal impact.

HB 488/GA would have no additional fiscal impact on the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC), the Cabinet for Health Services (CHS), or the Workforce Development Cabinet.
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
